Special Religious Education (SRE or Scripture)
Under the Education Act, provisions are made for SRE lessons in NSW Public Schools. The options on offer depend on the availability of volunteers from the Department of Education and Community Approved Providers.

Currently at Northmead Public School the choices are:

· Protestant( Anglican ,Baptist ,Brethren ,Presbyterian ,Salvation Army ,Uniting ) 
· Catholic

· Muslim

· Non-Scripture

Children are allocated to a group, depending upon what the parent/carer stated in the Religion Box on the enrolment form e.g. if the box is left blank the children will go to Non-Scripture.  Scripture is on Thursday morning for 40 minutes. It is important that parents are able to make an informed choice about SRE options, so we have provided some information below to help you. NOTE: Regardless of their background, all children are welcome at any of the options. 
*Christian SRE
Christian SRE is designed to introduce students to the God of all creation and to help them understand his loving rescue plan in Jesus Christ. The program allows students to explore the teachings of the Bible in order to discover a sense of meaning and purpose as they grow and develop. During lessons students have the opportunity to actively engage with the truths of the Bible in a way that will shape such values as generosity, love, hope, tolerance and an understanding of the world we live in as well as what it means to be human. Classes will involve activities such as music, drama, reading and writing, puzzle solving, drawing, and asking questions.
