Year 4 Learn to Ride — Bike Program

In Term 3, our Year 4 students are extremely fortunate to be invited to participate in Parramatta Councils new
Learn to Ride - Bike Program. This is an educational program targeting students in Year 4. The program,
delivered by Parramatta Council’s selected authorised bicycle educator/facilitating team, gives students the
opportunity to learn how to ride a bicycle safely whilst also building on the cycling and road safety skills students
may already have. The program will take place on the school grounds and is free of charge.

Students are encouraged to bring their own bike and helmet to school on their two session days as the program
includes bicycle mechanics who will perform free basic safety maintenance checks. Students who do not have a
bike or who are unable to bring their bike will be provided with a bike and helmet to use.
